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Certified Academic Language
Practitioner Requirements
All candidates applying for National Certification from the Academic Language Association (ALTA) at the Practitioner level must fulfill the following requirements:
1. A bachelor's degree from an accredited institution.

2. Completion of teacher level training in a Multisensory Structured Language Education (MSLE) program that includes a minimum of 45 instructional hours, a minimum of 60 clinical/ teaching hours, a minimum of 5 demonstrations, clinical/teaching documentation, and proof of the individual's progress and competence.
3. Acceptable performance on a teaching level comprehensive examination administered by ALTA.

ASDEC Candidates must complete:

· Language Foundations Course (35 hours);
· Two Language Foundations Workshops (10 hours)
· Submit one (1) written lesson plan and question(s) related to instruction per month for nine consecutive months (with break for summer if relevant);
· 60 teaching hours of Language Foundations instruction;
· Five observations submitted to supervisor either on-site or recorded;
· Positive Evaluations from Supervisor; and
· Demonstrate growth in automaticity in all structured procedures as detailed in the Language Foundations curriculum and have the competencies, as evidenced in written evaluations, to practice independently as a Certified Academic Language Practitioner.
Upon successful completion of all requirements, candidates will receive an ASDEC Certificate of Completion that they may submit to ALTA as part of the application for the national certification exam. Information about exam requirements and an application can be found at: http://www.altaread.org
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
